Regulations

RED LIGHT ACTIVITIES

Certain activities and events are either prohibited by the district or not covered under the Ventura
County Schools Self-Funding Authority “Liability Coverage Memorandum” (LCM) for the school
district. The “Red Light Activities” page in this guide lists activities that are not covered, have
limited coverage, or are not recommended, and may be prohibited by the district.

YELLOW LIGHT ACTIVITIES

Occasionally, schools sponsor activities that may require additional insurance coverage, hold
harmless agreements, Certificates of Insurance with an additional insured endorsement, or other
special arrangements. Schools must strictly adhere to district guidelines and/or other special
arrangements. All conditions must be met before undertaking any activities listed on the “Yellow
Light Activities” page. The Risk Management Department or appropriate district department
should be contacted for assistance.

GREEN LIGHT ACTIVITIES

Approved activities and events are listed on the “Green Light Activities” page of this guide. If
using an outside vendor, contact Risk Management to see if a Certificate of Insurance or hold
harmless agreement is required.

For each off-site activity, each student must submit an appropriate and complete “Field
Trip/Excursion Authorization and Medical Treatment Authorization” form. Certain “on campus”
activities may also require student waivers.

If a proposed activity is not listed in the red, yellow or green activity list please call the
Risk Management Department or appropriate district department for assistance.

Under no circumstances should any school site administrator or staff sign a contract or a
hold harmless agreement for a vendor or provider or agree in any way that the district will
be held responsible for liability. All contracts and/or hold harmless agreements must be
submitted to the Assistant Superintendent or Director of Business/Fiscal Services for review
and signature.
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RED LIGHT ACTIVITIES

The activities listed below may be prohibited because they are dangerous and jeopardize the safety
of our students. Some activities compromise the district’s liability coverage; others are not covered

under LCM for the school district.
