The testing will be done in the computer labs on 
each campus.  There will be a make-up date, with the exact date to be determined.  
There will be a few family meet ups.  These are informational sessions where 
parents can get information and answers to their questions. 

o GATE meet ups were discussed.  Dr. Santos suggested that we could develop our 
own database of contact information and try not to use the all-call system.  Going 
forward, there are at least two options for organizing events like the one to the 
California Science Center.  One option is to get a bus, but we cannot charge for a 
district event (we would need to offer scholarships).  Alternatively, we could plan 
the event during a school day.  Dr. Santos spoke of a field trip to the Jet Propulsion 
Laboratory that is being planned by a cluster of schools.
