LCAP SUMMARY
The LCAP is a three-year plan that 
describes the goals, actions, services, 
and expenditures to support positive 
student outcomes that address state 
and local priorities. The LCAP 
provides an opportunity for local 
educational agencies (LEAs) to share 
their stories of how, what, and why 
programs and services are selected 
to meet their local needs.



LCAP SURVEY
LCAP 2021/22:
● Average time to complete the LCAP Survey was 24 minutes.
● During the last LCAP survey, only 2439 parent/guardian survey respondents. 
● Some prior results from last survey:

○ 85.3% agree or strongly agree that health and support services in the school meet the 
needs of my child

○ 87.5% agree or strongly agree that parents/guardians feel welcome at my child’s school
○ 90.3% agree or strongly agree that the school is a good fit given a child’s cultural 

background
○ 86.2% agree or strongly agree that their child enjoys coming to school each day
○ 85.8 agree or strongly agree that they feel informed of their child’s academic progress
