As of yesterday afternoon, progress reports are due. Shorter first 2 quarters is harder on students. Email to parents about how to view progress reports. Leadership very busy with BTS night. Kristal from CRPD to have students speak at ELAC meeting. JJ, Soul, Valerie spoke to parents and basically spoke about what to do and not what to do with their students. Parents were very much engaged with them. Looking to maybe set up conflict resolution and many other things to do with these connections. 
Brian – Presented a BTS night debrief. Thought we would have more people, but still a good turnout. Maybe Thursday night might be better. Folks not as invested in the school yet as later in the year. Fall family night as opposed to BTS night? Make it more of a community event. Julimara mentioned that her family hoped to see schoolwork from the students. QR code tied to their best/worst work? Liked having teachers outside, not inside. So good for students to be with their parents in speaking with teachers and opening up conversations for later. 
SPSA uploaded and going before the board this evening. 
Enrollment Numbers & attendance goals: Started at 90%. Dipped to 87%, and this week we are at 85%. Starting to dip. Push to keep students coming to school. Enrollment 45 at the start of school, and now at 77. The goal is to be close to 100 students.
Sean reported that he met with students with chronic attendance issues. School Safety Plan overview presented. Motion to approve the safety plan made by Julia, 2nd by Jay. Plan passes. LRE (least restrictive environment) as obtains to students with an IEP. Ever changing numbers with LRE.
